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 The NSW Ministry of Transport has now 
introduced a new initiative, and according to a 
Busways spokesman has been much anticipated. 
The new type of ticket is issued from Service B 
Bus Operators in Regional and Rural area from 4 
January 2009. This initiative standardises all    
concession arrangements to make them more  
consistent state-wide. 
 The new ticket is the Regional Excursion 
Daily (RED) concession ticket, and is an all 
day multi-ride ticket. This means: 
¨  If a passenger boarding in the Nambucca 
Shire purchases a RED ticket they are able to  
utilise services to Coffs Harbour, Macksville, 
Bowraville, Nambucca Heads, Scotts Head, 
and return. 
¨  Passengers travelling from the Nambucca 
Shire to Coffs Harbour using the RED ticket 
are able to also use local services within Coffs     
Harbour (the ticket does not limit passengers 
to direct travel into Coffs Harbour). 
¨  RED tickets are transferable to Sawtell 
Bus Service and Ryans Bus Service. 
 

The cost of the RED ticket is just $2.50 per 
passenger per day. 

 Issue of the RED ticket is from the bus 
driver on boarding and on presentation of a valid: 
1. Pensioner Concession Card (NSW, Victoria 

or ACT) 
2. NSW Seniors Card 
3. War Widow/s Card (NSW or Victoria) 
 
 You cannot use the RED ticket for the    
following: 
1. Countrylink services 
2. Metropolitan Excursion Ticket, and it is 
3. Non transferable to other people. 
 
 According to the Busways website, they 
have been issuing these RED tickets since the 
commencement of the scheme. If you have any 
questions or would like more information, please 
contact:  Busways Macksville Depot 
  2 Partridge St, Macksville 
  Ph.
